A  TOWN ON A  HUMAN SCALE 

Every city displays the effects of its vicissitudes, but in Siena
they are more prominent and lasting, and their continuity is
more explicit and sought after than elsewhere.
Siena's history is quite long. Siena•s hypothesized Etruscan
origins are supported by an increasing number of
archaeological findings. Nonetheless, over the centuries
locals have preferred to believe the lively mediaeval legend
according to which the town's founder was Remus•s son
Senio, who fled Rome on horseback together with his
brother Aschio. With them they carried a carving of a she-
wolf which was to become a symbol of Siena. Romulus•s
knights followed them through Lazio and southern Tuscany,
until they finally reached the fateful hill known as Siena
Vecchia. According to legend, Senio and Aschio founded
Siena following an almost interminable, mythological race
known as •Palio alla LungaŽ.
Rome granted citizenship to the inhabitants of Saena Julia in
the pre-Augustan period, and shortly thereafter Christianity
was introduced by Saint Ansano, a legendary martyr. Even
today, his feast day on 1 December marks the beginning of
the calendar year for •contradaŽ members. Siena was first a
bishopric, then a Lombard holding and a Carolingian county
until it finally became a free commune. In the 12th century
it minted its own coins and endeavoured to govern its unruly
and deceiving nobles by strictly requiring them to build
residences within the town where they were to spend the
better part of the year. Siena•s civic history was then marked
by the growing predominance of a number of upper-class
merchant families such as Buonsignori, Salimbeni, Tolomei
and Piccolomini that created a new oligarchy. These families

were responsible for Siena•s great financial, political and
cultural advent during what has nostalgically come to be
considered as its Golden Age. In fact, they are still honoured
by six knights that trail behind the Palio-bearing cart during
the pre-race procession. For almost a century, between 1200
and 1300, Siena was a protagonist in European history. Its
merchant nobles were in control at the Champagne Fairs,
while its bankers opened offices in London and Paris. These
latter were entrusted to collect taxes for the Emperor and
tithes and ecclesiastical duties for the Pope, gave out loans,
transferred enormous sums of capital and issued bills of
exchange and deposit warrants. At the end of the 13th
century, the Gran Tavola owned by the Buonsignori family,
the Rothchilds of the 1200s, was Europe•s most successful
bank. The Compagnia owned by the Salimbeni family
rendered its services to famous debtors such as  the
Aragonese court, the King of England, Charles d•Anjou and
the Papacy. Sienese bankers, just like their modern-day
counterparts, speculated on the future prices of foreign
currencies, precious goods, crops, valuable agricultural
commodities and spices. The University of Siena, which
recently celebrated its 750th anniversary, reached the fore of
European culture with its renowned Law, Medicine and
Natural Philosophy faculties considered on par with those in
Bologna, Pavia and Paris. From 1260, when Siena annihilated
Florence in Montaperti, to its subsequent defeat in Colle in
1269, Siena headed Tuscany•s powerful Ghibelline faction.
In 1303 the town purchased the port of Talamone and
invested heavily in it until 1340. This was when Siena
assumed its present appearance and its status as a gothic
capital.  At the end of the 13th century, a bedevilled project
was undertaken to build the most impressive cathedral

known to Christianity, and construction proceeded intensely
until 1348. The remains of that abandoned project still bear
witness to the unbridled ambition and desire for supremacy
of those years. 
Construction was begun on Siena's Palazzo Comunale in
1295 and terminated in 1340. It is the oldest public building
in Italy to have continuously maintained its original function
as a town hall.  It was then adorned with Torre del Mangia,
which upon completion in 1348 was considered an
engineering masterpiece because of its 102-metre height.
The following year Piazza del Campo was paved, thus
becoming •an indispensable space, the finishing touch on a
home" according to the renowned architect Giovanni
Michelucci. The Santa Maria della Scala hospital had
extended its holdings as far as the centre of present-day
Grosseto.
The Monte dei Nove (perhaps recalled by the nine wedges
that make up the shell-shaped square) seemed to represent
the essence of Good Government as Ambrogio Lorenzetti
represented it in his 1337-39 allegory in the Palazzo
Comunale. In the arts, and especially in painting and
sculpture, Sienese masters initiated a brief but florid cycle
that anticipated and to some extent prepared for Tuscany•s
grand Renaissance, making Siena famous throughout Europe.
Even once most of Siena•s great masters had moved on to
greater glory elsewhere, the town conserved a thriving
tradition in artisan crafts carried on by goldsmiths,
ceramicists, silversmiths and blacksmiths who influenced
social history by creating widespread appreciation of design
and aesthetics. The Biccherna panels painted by famous
artists to cover the annual municipal accounting records are
just one example of how governance was perceived to

(rectilinear races) started just outside the
city walls, crossed through the town and
terminated beside the ancient cathedral.
The prize awarded to the winner was a
•palliumŽ, a banner made of precious
cloth which gave the race its name.
Starting in the 13th century the Palio
came to mark the conclusion of the
extensive Mid-August celebration dedicated
to the Virgin Mary•s assumption and role
as patron of the town. Additional Palio
races were held in Siena and elsewhere
in Italy to honour patron saints, celebrate
military victories and even hail the arrival
of illustrious visitors to the city. The
noblemen and knights who participated
in the earliest Palio races gave way to
jockeys with colourful names and even

rider-less horses during the Renaissance.
Siena•s •contradeŽ (the traditional
districts upon which Palio rivalry is
based) first appeared in Sienese
Renaissance celebrations, in which they
paraded behind allegorical carts
decorated with the likeness of exotic or
imaginary animals. Siena•s seventeen
present-day •contradasŽ still conserve
the same names and symbols: Aquila
(eagle), Bruco (caterpillar), Chiocciola
(snail), Civetta (owl), Drago (dragon),
Giraffa (giraffe), Istrice (porcupine),
Leocorno (unicorn), Lupa (she-wolf),
Nicchio (shell), Oca (goose), Onda
(literally wave, but with a dolphin as its
symbol), Pantera (panther), Selva (literally
forest, but with a rhinoceros as its
symbol), Tartuca (tortoise), Torre (tower)
and Valdimontone (mountain goat). It
was in the 17th century that the races
were relocated to Piazza del Campo. In
this ideal, intimate scenario, three laps
are run around a dirt track ringing its
outer edge.  Ever since, the square has
been regularly transformed into a

promote not only justice and utility, but also quality and
beauty.
In its golden age, every year Siena Felix celebrated a
national holiday honouring Our Lady of August, the Virgin
assumed into heaven and patron of Siena, to which the
inhabitants offered total submission.
Although the town has always maintained a strong laic
spirit, it repeatedly placed the city under the Virgin•s
protection, offering the keys to her during moments of crisis
from the vigil prior to the Battle of Montaperti up to the
passage of the Allied front in 1944.
During the celebrations in honour of the Lady of August,
Siena was opened to all. Hunting was prohibited and the
exiled were allowed to return and move freely about the
town, while stock and agricultural products arrived in
abundance for the grand market. The streets came alive in a
colourful, boisterous spectacle. The town was adorned with
tapestries, flags, decorations, and festoons. At night the
municipality organised festive bonfires in the surrounding
countryside and fireworks in town. The mid-August
celebrations culminated in a ceremony in which candles and
incense were offered in the cathedral. This ceremony was
both religious and political, as it not only strengthened
devotion to the Virgin, but also reinforced the loyalty of
Siena•s inhabitants to their state. This collective display of
loyalty took a precise ritualistic form. A parchment dating to
1200 provides us with a description, by making reference to
a long-lost statute. The size of the candle offering depended
on the importance of its donor, but all Sienese citizens were
bound to make one, in addition to all public institutions. The
first and foremost donor was the municipality itself, whose
officials solemnly presented a large decorated candle inside
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hippodrome, circus and theatre, with a
parade of dignitaries and prominent
participants preceding the race. The
parade was initially a manifestation of
pomp and courtly splendour. In the 18th
century it evolved into an allegorical
procession, finally becoming a historical
procession in its current form at the end
of the 19th century to commemorate the
golden age of the Sienese Republic and
its institutions. Nowadays the Palio is
held on 2 July and 16 August. The
jockeys must not be from Siena, and the
horses they ride are assigned to the
•contradeŽ by drawing lots. The ten
•contradasŽ that participate in each Palio
are selected by means of a method
combining alternation and lots that dates
back to 1721. The three days of trial runs
prior to the races and the parades and
races themselves on 2 July and 16
August mark the culmination of the social
calendar for the contradas. Each of these
seventeen districts possesses a distinct
territory, populace, constitution, museum,
social centre and elected officials, in

addition to its own traditions and history.
The contradas are a sort of miniature
homeland for the inhabitants of Siena.
They are considered as a natural
extended family, given that the districts
typically come to be considered as a sort
of second home. The Palio is not simply
one of the •contradasŽ• undertakings,
but rather the very reason for their
existence. It underlines the complexity of
their relations and their increasingly
important identity in a historical period
generally marked by growing globalization.
Although modern Siena enjoys economic,
sociological and political relevance which
cannot be sacrificed during the Palio, it's
also true that for Siena's oldest and most
authentic inhabitants of the •contradasŽ,
time is measured as the distance
between Palios. They will tell you that
•The Palio is held all year long.Ž The
Palio is just as important for Siena today
as its original version was for Medieval
Siena. To the inhabitants of Siena it
represents the essence of their history,
memories and identity.

the cathedral. The ceremony took place year after year,
century after century, up until the present day. Even now on
14 August the procession with candles and incense is still
held, and Siena•s mayor lights a large votive candle inside
the cathedral. The wax that the workmen collected beneath
the lofty vaults of the cathedral, covered with stars like the
Virgin•s cape, reached an incredible 30,000 pounds, which
was subsequently redistributed to all the churches
throughout the bishopric.
Once the grand banquets for the evening of the vigil and the
public ceremonies were over, nobles and dignitaries raced
through the town on their steeds to the entrance of the
cathedral in the hope of winning a precious banner
sometimes lined with ermine fur.
Once Siena had lost its freedom during the devastating war
of 1559 waged by the Medici clan and the Charles V, then
ruler of the world, its Golden Age became a memory. Siena
was no longer an independent state, and became simply
one of the small Tuscan towns in submission to its eternal
rival Florence, now capital of the Grand-Duchy of Tuscany.
The Palio became a reminder of the town•s lost grandeur,
and the •contradeŽ became responsible for conserving Siena•s
identity and spirit of independence. The Monte dei Paschi,
founded in 1472, carried on the Republic•s tradition of
financial and banking oligarchy in isolation.
The Medici sent governors to Siena who almost always
belonged to the royal family and lived in the Palazzo del
Governo, now known as the Palazzo della Provincia. There a
modest court emerged that came to influence the town•s
cultural expression in later centuries, together with the
University, the Collegio Tolomei, the Accademie and certain
literary circles such as that organised by Quirina Mocenni,
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Chiasso del Bargello
the •Donna GentileŽ loved by Ugo Foscolo. Of its governors
during the Medici reign, Siena expressed particular fondness
for Prince Matthias - a lover of horses and the Palio … and
Violante di Baviera, who in 1729 officialised the boundaries
between the •contradasŽ that are still recognised today.
Governors continued to be sent when the Lorena family took
control of Tuscany. Pietro Leopoldo, whose reforms carried
Tuscany into the modern age, abolished the Biccherna and
the Balia (centuries-old Sienese governing bodies), but
respected the •contradeŽ and local civic pride, calling Siena•s
inhabitants •good and sincere peopleŽ.
The Grand Duke published •Considerations on Siena•s
Maremma RegionŽ by Sallustio Bandini, a precursor of the
later reforms by Leopoldo based on his theories concerning
agricultural trade and a new fiscal regime.
Cesare Brandi was to write eloquently: •The venerable trunk
remained, but the offshoots expired, so that the town
greeted the 19th century as if it had been preserved in a
block of crystal.ŽHowever, this did not prevent Siena from
playing a major role in Italy•s drive for independence. 
In May of 1848, 55 students, 4 professors and the
chancellor of the University united with the Pisans to form
the Tuscan battalion that kept Radetski•s soldiers in check for
some time in Curtatone. The city even went without its
beloved Palio and offered the 420 liras taken in the victory
to the families of the courageous volunteers. A plaque on
Palazzo Spannocchi recalls •the collaborating contradasŽ …
Oca, Drago and Selva. At the end of the century, Siena
welcomed Garibaldi and Umberto and Margherita of Savoia
with enthusiasm. And Siena started to grow again. In mid-
century it was linked to Empoli with a new train line. In
1883, the hospital of Santa Maria della Scala became Italy•s
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first university hospital. The town fostered a myriad of
organisations engaged in education and mutual assistance,
including the Università Popolare which has offered public
instruction to this day. This was when the •contradaŽ
associations also emerged. Now a century old, these
venerable institutions have taken on new forms of
association more suited to the modern world. The 20th
century started off well with a grand Exposition of Sienese
Art in 1904 which again brought notoriety to Siena. The
prestigious Chigiana Music Academy was also born,
becoming a renowned institution on the international
musical scenario. Moreover, 1917 marked the creation of
Siena•s School for Foreigners which assumed the status of
full-fledged public university in 1992. It has become a
precious point of reference for Siena's past and present
admirers scattered about the globe. One of these was
General de Monsabert, commander of the Allied troops who
entered Siena on 3 July 1944. When a colonel asked him
where to aim the artillery forces ready to fire on the town,
Monsabert responded: •Fire where you will, but I forbid you
from shooting at anything from before the 18th century!Ž
The new millennium has begun with renewed proof of the
town•s desire to stay in step with the times without giving
up its extraordinary past. Siena was one of Italy•s first towns
to receive cable connections and has sought to remove all
possible architectural barriers in spite of its pristine
mediaeval  structure. The historical centre is closed to traffic
and efforts to efficiently link it to the outlying communities
are still under way, as are efforts to improve links with the
national motorway and rail networks while preserving the
town from an onslaught of traffic and package tourism. A
children•s museum has been opened; Santa Maria della Scala

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The cul ture of  foodhas become a cultural hub with a focus on contemporary
works, museum science and restoration; and Palazzo delle
Papesse has taken Siena into the realm of post-modern art.
A consideration made by Mario Bracci in 1944, then the
Chancellor of Siena•s University, declared that: •The spiritual
heritage expressed by its buildings, museums and even its
inhabitants is worthy of national and even European
attentionŽ. For years Siena has headed the rankings of Italy•s
towns with the highest quality of life. A growing portion of
Siena•s inhabitants arrives from elsewhere and chooses to
settle there. Siena would seem to require a poetic,
metaphorical consideration. Henry James once wrote:
•Centuries of history can be perceived almost as if they
were dissolved in some sort of exquisite solutionŽ. Siena has
been compared to the neck of an amphora, an arrowhead, a
ship ready to sail, a hand poised atop the hills, an Etruscan
tripod and a bow stretched to the breaking point. Piazza del
Campo has been likened to a sundial, a navel, a womb, a
shell, a pool, the Virgin•s open cape, a soap bubble and
opalescent crystal. And again, the cathedral has been
described as a sailing ship, and its façade as a forest of
symbolism. 
In completely practical terms, an attentive visitor will find
Siena an ideal place for contemplating organic urban
development, order and entropy, conservation and
innovation, the public and private, the sacred and profane,
religion and magic, town and country, economics and
banking. Siena offers worthy case studies in all these fields.
If travelling does not simply mean seeking easy refuge in a
distant point in space and time, but rather making an effort
to seek out •genius lociŽ and subsequently the greater sense
of our existence, then Siena may truly become a destination

Sienese cooking is steeped in history.
Its vast array is fascinating to study and
even more enjoyable to taste.
Local starters include •bruschettaŽ
(toasted crusty bread seasoned with
garlic and extra-virgin olive oil),
•crostiniŽ (bread rounds spread with
meat or beef spleen paté) and cured
meats which have been made with the
same techniques for centuries, as is
shown by the Cinta breed of swine
depicted in Lorenzetti•s Buongoverno
freso.
The locally-produced sausages and cold
meats -•buristoŽ, •capocolloŽ,
•finocchionaŽ… boast a long tradition,
actually two long traditions: they were
produced in Fontebranda and Salicotto,
where the filling was in fact salted and
cooked.
Traditional first courses include •piciŽ,
considered a kind of •poor man•s
spaghettiŽ, which are still made from
flour and water (but no eggs) and
served with meatless sauce or garlic-
tomato sauce. 
In Siena, •pestoŽ sauce is made with
the local estragon, which figures
prominently in local recipes.
The local soups are made with
chickpeas, beans, leeks and •farroŽ, a

primitive local grain considered to be
the staple of the Etruscans. Twice-
cooked soup with •blackŽ cabbage
was once eaten both cold in summer
and hot in winter.
Typical second courses include world-
renowned Chianina beef, Cinta pork,
wild boar, range chicken, pheasant,
goose and pigeon. Lamb and rabbit are
grilled, roated or sautéd. 
Artusi, the author of one of Italy's first
cookbooks, criticised Tuscans for eating
too many vegetables, and Siena
certainly has a vast assortment
available in its gardens and woodlands.
Truffles arrive from San Giovanni d•Asso
and wild asparagus come from the
Montagnola, while Monte Amiata
provides mushrooms and wild greens.
As mealtime draws to a close, syrupy
•vinsantoŽ may be accompanied by
the sweets enjoyed in Siena since the
Middle Ages: •copateŽ, •cavallucciŽ,
old-fashioned spiced •panforte
(panpepato)Ž or the sweet, fruit-filled
type dedicated to queen Margherita di
Savoia, and finally •ricciarelliŽ made of
sweet and bitter almonds which are
Siena•s most unique and aristocratic
cake.
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of choice. As the poet Mario Luzi wrote •It is simultaneously
both reality and a dreamŽ. And so it was for another
renowned visitor, Nobel prize winner Albert Camus, who saw
Siena in his youth and was later to write in his notes:
•ƒmost of all I•d like to go back and hike down the road
from Monte San Savino to Siena and pass through that
countryside•s vineyards and olive groves which I can still
smell. I want to walk over those bluish hills of •tufaŽ that
lead away as far as the eye can see to finally make out
Siena on the horizon at sunset with its towers like some
perfect Constantinople. I want to arrive at night, penniless
and alone, sleep next to some wellspring and be the first to
enter Piazza del Campo in the morning. That palm-frond
shape seems like a hand offering up the highest
achievement of humanity after ancient Greece". 
After all, that•s why UNESCO declared Siena•s historical centre
to be a world heritage site in 1995.

16
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WATER has always been a precious commodity in Siena, a
slender thread thanks to which the fibre of the town was
constructed.
When water flowing down from the hills of the Chianti
began to fill the new wellspring in Piazza del Campo in
1342, it is said that the local women closed up shop to
celebrate. 
Even today Fonte Gaia represents the heart of Siena, with
a reflecting pool that shimmers like an emerald when
seen from above surrounded by precious sculptures.
Fonte Gaia lies at the centre of a network of grandiose
underground channels called "bottini" that extends for
over 25 kilometres below the town and its hinterland.
While touring these channels in 1536, Charles V
exclaimed that the town was more beautiful underground
than above.
The channels carry water to the wells of the noble
residences such as Palazzo Chigi and to the monumental
public wellsprings. Some of these are simple pools, such
as those in Samoreci (San Maurizio) and Pantaneto.
Fontanella, which was created in 1263, bubbles up near
the apse of St. Agostino church. Fontegiusta was adorned
with an arcade that later gave its name to the church that
concealed and englobed it, Santa Maria in Portico a

Piazza del Campo, Fonte Gaia
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Fontegiusta. The three vast Romanesque arches in pink
bricks and ancient merlons of the 13th… century Fonte di
Pescaia have now become the home of Siena•s water
museum, known as Museo delle Acque.
Other wellsprings are adorned with Romanesque or Gothic
arches. Fontebranda, dating back to at least 1081, is
located near St. Catherine•s house and has one pool for
drinking water, a second filled with run-off for animals
and a third used for washing clothes. Large arches also
grace Fonte di Ovile, Fonte Serena in centrally-located
Casato and Fonte Nuova di Ovile with its inviting lawn.
Fonte di Follonica lies in a spacious natural area within
the town walls. Siena•s wellsprings have always been one
of its hidden attractions and typical destinations for
thoughtful walks. In 1900, Edwin and Evangeline
Blashfield wrote: •Siena•s enclosed wellsprings are
unique, as they somehow manage to create the freshness
of a cave or a mountain spring into the centre of the
townŽ. These monumental wellsprings are accompanied
by more contemporary fountains located in each of the
contradas. Bearing the symbols of the contrada, they are
used once a year to baptise new members, who then
assume all the rights and responsibilities of membership.
Another fundamental material in Siena isTUFA STONE, out
of which the first poor dwellings were carved, such as the
•tabernaeŽ near porta Salaia (1067) which were later to
become stables, warehouses, workshops and cellars. This
mustard-yellow •tufaŽ stone may be seen in caves,
clearings and valleys graced with garden patches and
orchards within the town walls. Estragon grows readily
here, sprouting almost right inside the cellars dug out
underneath Siena•s buildings with a technique attributed

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to the Etruscans. The pulverised material which for
hundreds of years has been used to cover Piazza del
Campo's paving stones twice yearly for the Palio race is in
fact •tufaŽ. About 400 cubic metres of it are used.
But Siena is essentially made of BRICKS. According to
Duccio Balestracci, bricks are the material that has always
represented Siena in iconography and that clearly
distinguish it from other cities in Tuscany. Brick works
have been widespread throughout Siena's history. Within
the town's province there are currently about 140 place
names linked to brick works through the terms •fornaciŽ
or •fornacelleŽ.
Siena's intact circuit of city walls is entirely made of
bricks. Palazzo Pubblico and its tower are also made of
bricks, as are the mediaeval dwellings built by nobles. So
is Santa Maria della Scala and the other large churches
dedicated to the Franciscans, Domenicans and Servi. 
The bricks have changed in colour over the centuries: The
dark red of the oldest constructions gave way to a
reddish-orange in the 1500s. The streets were originally
paved with dark brown bricks laid on their edges or in a
herring-bone pattern. Bricks make up the Medici Fortress
and the neo-Gothic constructions undertaken in the 1600s
and 1700s, such as Palazzo Sansedoni in Piazza del
Campo. The same technique was used in later centuries to
build Palazzo Buonsignori, Palazzo Marsili and Palazzo del
Capitano right up to the 1900s. 
The neo-Gothic rebuilding of the Salicotto area was
entirely carried out with bricks, as was the newly-built
outlying neighbourhood called Ravacciano to which many
of Salicotto's original families moved.
Siena•s extensive brickwork is accented by decoration with
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Siena•s marble ancient building stones. Within the city walls, all of Siena
is paved with the deep grey PIETRA SERENAthat replaced
the bricks (true Sienese citizens are said to be •born on
the paving stonesŽ), so that today•s streets have the
appearance of shiny pewter.
The remaining ancient towers are instead made of white
stone including varieties of limestone and TRAVERTINE,
quarried throughout the province. This was the material
used to construct the homes of the oldest families, huddled
together like fortresses. The Marescotti, Bandinelli Paparoni,
Angiolieri, Bisdomini, Ballati  and Guastellani families all
had one. The tallest towers such as the Roccabruna tower
located at the Croce del Travaglio crossroad, were almost all
knocked down to the height of the surrounding houses
during the battle against the Medici. They were
subsequently incorporated into larger buildings or topped
off with contemporary merlons.
Stone and bricks may be found together, especially in the
constructions built during the passage from the
Romanesque to the Gothic. Blocks of Roman bricks were
sometimes also used. Stone is usually used in the lower
portion of buildings, while bricks are used in the higher
part. Otherwise, strips of stone and brick are alternated. The
same method is used to create nine wedges in Piazza del
Campo, with brick triangles separated by strips of travertine.
Travertine is so commonly found throughout the town that it
is called •Sienese marbleŽ. It is still quarried around
Rapolano in shades of white, ivory, hazelnut and dark
walnut.
Travertine is used in the lower portion of Palazzo Pubblico
and to crown Torre del Mangia. It also creates the candid
façades of Collegiata di Provenzano, Palazzo Tolomei,

The fabulous tapestry of
multicoloured, etched marble on
Siena•s cathedral floor stretches right
up to its main altar. According to
popular belief, it was first conceived
by Duccio di Buoninsegna. Its
sumptuousness is without rival. It
covers the entire surface of the
cathedral with 52 rectangular
depictions in etched, coloured marble.
From 1373 to 1547, it engaged over
forty artists including Pinturicchio,
Giovanni di Stefano, Benvenuto di
Giovanni, Matteo di Giovanni, Neroccio
di Bartolommeo and Francesco di
Giorgio Martini. Domenico Beccafumi
composed 35 designs for Old
Testament stories with incredible
pictorial effectiveness. 
Only in Siena is it possible to walk
over an entire picture gallery made of
marble. The inlaid borders of the
depictions are decorated with
geometric and zoomorphic designs
that are still typical in traditional
artisan handiwork born of local tastes

in pottery, table linens, inlay and
embroidery.
The black and white marble of Siena•s
cathedral is reminiscent of its revered
town crest. The Duomo was
consecrated in 1179 above the
remains of an ancient temple to
Minerva, to which legend traces the
side of a 3rd- century marble
sarcophagus now conserved in the
Museo dell•Opera.
Its octagonal pulpit, a marvel of the
13th century, recalls classical styles
but also presents new innovations.
The naturalistic, expressive and
solemn figures by Nicola Pisano were
to influence all later Sienese art. 
The work comprises over 300 human
figures and about 70 zoomorphic
figures so finely carved that they
would seem to be ivory. 
The sweet, resplendent Madonna with
Child was considered by the famous
art historian Enzo Carli to be without
rival in 13th-century sculpture.
Until 1297, Nicola Pisano•s son
Giovanni was in charge of the design,
embellishment and sculptures for the
lower portion of the Duomo•s façade,
which is now considered one of Italy's
most important Gothic statuary
groupings.
The entire cathedral may be
considered a forest of marble.
Alexander VII Chigi procured ancient
green marble columns from the
residence of San Giovanni in Laterano
and transported them into the
cathedral in great secrecy under the
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Palazzo delle Papesse and Santa Maria delle Nevi. The
Piccolomini family grouping including the church of San
Martino, Logge del Papa and Palazzo Piccolomini is entirely
made of blinding-white travertine. The sublimely elegant
arches and Corinthian capitals of the Logge were a gift from
Pope Pius II, while Palazzo Piccolomini was the most
ambitious and majestic undertaking during the Sienese
Renaissance. Together, they represented the Sienese
counterpart of Rossellino's project for an ideal city in Pienza.
Travertine is used around town in façades, columns, wells,
window sills and frames, the 71 columns encircling Piazza
del Campo, doors and finally city gates such as Porta
Camollia. Since 1604 visitors to Siena have here been
greeted with the inscription •Cor Magis Tibi Sena PanditŽ,
meaning that Siena opens its heart even wider to them
than the city gate.
Travertine was also used to build the town•s moderately
modern railway station and the post office building in Piazza
Matteotti.
All this statuary whiteness is here and there accented with
multicolouredMARBLE. The floor of Provenzano church,
the altars of the Bernini chapel in the cathedral, the
chapel of Palazzo Sansedoni and the oratory of the Oca
contrada in Fontebranda all display a profusion of
multicoloured marble denoted by the old names that
indicated its origin: candid white, •bardiglioŽ, peach
blossom, •cipollinoŽ, •broccolettoŽ, serpentine,
•portasantaŽ from Gavorrano, red from Montieri, yellow
from Chiusdino, green from Montarrenti. 
The fibre of the town is also graced with fine tracery in
IRONgratings, window coverings, gates, torch and flag
holders, horse rings, forged and twisted wrought-iron

cover of night.
Outside the Duomo a marble inlay
bears a magic formula against bad
luck which has mystified the faithful,
scholars, enigmists and esoterics for
centuries:
Sator/Arepo/Tenet/Opera/Rotas.
The inscription may be read from top
to bottom, bottom to top, left to right
and right to left.

Another marble wonder is the chapel
in Piazza del Campo built by the town
to honour the Virgin following the
Black Plague of 1348. Antonio
Federighi finished its six statues of
saints and marble frieze with a griffin-
and-vase motive in 1468. Jacopo della
Quercia rewarded Siena with the Fonte
Gaja fountain in Piazza del Campo
(1409-1419) which he enclosed
between two statues: that of Rea
Silvia, the mother of Romulus and
Remus, and that of Acca Larenzia, their
nurse. These sculptures are considered
to illustrate the passage from Gothic to
Renaissance style.
His work was later to prove influential
in the formation of Michelangelo•s
style, as may be seen in the latter•s
statues for the Piccolomini altar in
Siena•s cathedral. From 1503 to 1504
Michelangelo also completed the
statue of St. Francis begun by Pietro
Torrigiani and also sculpted St. Peter,
St. Paul, St. Pius and St. Gregory. 
Marble also makes up the 15th-
century Loggia della Mercanzia, which
hosted the Corporazione and Tribunale
della Mercanzia. Four majestic pilasters
support five niches with statues of the
saints Savino, Victor, Ansano, Peter and
Paul. These last two statues are the
work of Lorenzo di Pietro, known as il
Vecchietta (1410-1480) and display the
exquisite linearity, the intense drama
and the refined, analytical style that
that led him to sign his sculptures with
the title •painterŽ and his paintings
with the title •sculptorŽ.

Baptistry of S. Giovanni
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cutwaters and metal screens as light and precious as lace.
The most famous of these is the gate to the Capella di
Piazza forged by Pietro di Betto and Conte di Lello
Orlandi, skilled Sienese blacksmiths. The gate dividing the
inner chapel from the Palazzo Pubblico ante-chapel was
probably designed by Jacopo della Quercia in 1435 and
finished by Niccolò di Paolo ten years later.
Through this juxtaposition of materials the fibre of the
town is refined, reaching the sublime in the Duomo and
Piazza del Campo with such elegance that Siena appears
to be, in the words of Alberto Moravia, "a sculpture of a
city".
The most extraordinary effect of this harmonious
juxtaposition of diverse materials is the light that every
visitor to Siena recalls so clearly. The poet Mario Luzi once
wrote •Recollections may be fragmentary, but our
memory focuses them into a global image of absolute
luminosityŽ.

22 Urban hik ing

First conceived in Siena in 2002, urban
hiking is a new concept in sustainable
tourism. It offers the opportunity to
experience artistic attractions on foot,
with eyes aimed upward, in a
combination of athletic activity, art,
culinary pleasure and enthusiasm for
being out in the open. Tourists and
visitors are invited to experience the

historical centre by means of
itineraries that are normally used by
the local inhabitants. These streets,
squares, climbs and stairways offer
panoramas of the town and
surrounding countryside. 
The hiking itineraries lead not only to
artistic attractions, but also to typical
manifestations of everyday life, such
as traditional eateries, artisan
workshops, markets, amusement parks
and other places where real life can
be seen up close and participated in.
The aim of this initiative is to offer a
better understanding of Siena and its
local identity by treating it as a kind
of open-air museum encompassing
little-known attractions and even the
town as a whole.
This makes it possible to understand
and appreciate the famous attractions
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all the better.  
Urban hiking allows visitors to actively
participate in the places they see and
the manufacturing they witness, while
it also reduces traffic around the
monuments, spreads the movement of
tourists throughout the town and
protects the traditional local lifestyle.
The aim is to avoid creating separate
versions of the town for locals and
visitors. 
It safeguards and highlights the
workmanship of local artisans as well
as all traditional products, food and
otherwise, typically concentrated at
the edge of the historical centre.
Urban hiking also offers visitors a
chance to take a healthy walk without
requiring special physical training. It

takes some effort, but is equally
beneficial to body and mind. 
The creator of urban hiking, 
Donatella Cinelli Colombini, explains it
thus: •Moving through Siena on foot,
at the pace of those who built it
centuries ago, is the ideal way to
thoroughly understand this town and
establish a deep, personal relationship
with it".

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During the recent discovery of an important group of
frescoes beneath Siena•s cathedral, both scholars and
visitors were surprised to admire a well-preserved explosion
of colour.  Alessandro Bagnoli has written: •Upon entering
the large room, one experiences the pleasant sensation of
being surrounded by giant illustrated parchments framed on
the walls bearing splendid colourful miniatures". 
This palette of colours as decisive and extreme as Siena•s
black-and-white Balzana was a complement to Siena•s more
famous gilt-background panels for centuries. The colours of
Duccio di Buoninsegna are unsurpassed in their richness and
purity: the yellow, the blood-red of the martyr•s capes, the
royal blue of the Virgin•s shroud lined with gold, the lapis
lazuli, the perfect marble inlays in the Madonna's throne
display colours chosen to represent harmony between
heaven and earth. Only in the Madonna dei Francescani,
now on display in the Pinacoteca, did Duccio•s colours soften
in respect for the renowned simplicity of St. Francis. Gold
gives way to green, white and brown except for a thin
winding line that marks the edge of the Virgin•s shroud in
refined tracery typical of Gothic linearism.
A distinct development of Gothic linearism may be admired
in the splendid, refined colours used by Simone Martini in
the two large frescoes located in the Sala del Mappamondo
of the PALAZZO COMUNALE. In the portrait of Guidoriccio da
Fogliano, the rich garb worn by the horseman and the robe
on his horse are both decorated with silver, diamond-tipped
designs that dramatically set off the midnight blue sky and
the glow of the bare hills typical of the Crete area in the
surrounding countryside. In the Maestà frescoed on the
facing wall, Simone Martini painted a Madonna with Child
followed by a celestial entourage clothed in pale,
translucent colours. Crowned with haloes once embedded

THE COLOURS OF ART

Siena•s glorious history of art began in the
1200s with its gilt-background panels. The
precious nature of gold symbolised the
sky's divine light, perfect and absolute.
There is a gilt background in the Madonna
di Montaperti, a kind of token of thanks
for the victory of Siena over Florence.
There•s also a gilt background in the
Madonna delle Grazie that Siena•s
victorious contrada members rush to
following the August Palio. They arrive
carrying their newly-won Palio and singing
a hymn of thanks. A gilt background also
surrounds the breast-feeding Madonna
painted by Paolo di Giovanni Fei (1389-90)
which was placed on the Piccolomini altar

Siena and i ts gold
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with precious gems, they gather beneath a royal canopy
decorated with the alternating symbols of the Popolo
(people) and Comune (municipality). The background is a
sky of deep blue, no longer of metaphysical gold.
Ambrogio Lorenzetti then painted not only the colour of the
sky, but also that of the earth and its reality. In his most
famous work, the fresco illustrating the Allegory of good
and bad government (1338-1340) in Sala della Pace of
Palazzo Comunale, the harmony uniting the town and
countryside is borne out by the harmony of Siena•s colours
under the summer sun. Two minute panel paintings in the
Pinacoteca depict views of a seaside town and a lakeside
castle, representing some of the earliest landscape painting
in Europe. The slate grey, watery green, brick red and
yellow of the buildings are in harmony with the greens,
yellows, auburns and ash greys of the surrounding
countryside. The same colours may all be found in the
Colour Scheme which the Municipal administration
unanimously approved in 1992. The first of its kind in Italy,
it regulated the palette of colours authorised within the
historical centre of the town, allowing only those which
have helped to conserve Siena•s unquestionable uniqueness
over the centuries. A taste for full, rich colour was
propagated beyond the heyday of the international Gothic
masters and into the Sienese Renaissance by painters such
as Sassetta and Bernardino Betti, better known as
Pinturicchio. His pleasing, festive and graceful colours were
applied with a heightened decorative sense. They may be
fully appreciated in the frescoes illustrating the life of Pope
Pius II in the Piccolomini Library of the Duomo (1503-1508),
one of the most important non-religious fresco cycles in
Renaissance Italy. The same bold use of colour may be
admired in Giovanni di Paolo•s work. His famous Madonna

when the cathedral was remodelled and
the Florentine Grand Duke whisked Simone
Martini•s glistening Annunciazione off to
the Uffizi in Florence. But the most famous
gilt-background painting of all is the
breathtaking Maestà by Duccio di
Buoninsegna (1308-1311). Siena's
inhabitants carried it out of Duccio's
workshop and into the cathedral with a
triumphant procession through the city
streets and Piazza del Campo. Today it is
conserved in the Museo dell•Opera in a
darkened hall that recreates the mysterious
atmosphere of the cathedral, where it
reigned unrivalled and resplendent for
centuries.

The largest and most famous collection of
gilt-background paintings in Italy is to be
found in Siena•s PINACOTECA NAZIONALE.
It is located in a Gothic palazzo donated to
the provincial administration in 1915 by
Niccolò Buonsignori expressly for the
creation of a painting gallery.
The 37 halls span the entire range of
Siena•s great art history, with works by the
most famous artists and their less famous
counterparts … from Duccio and Pietro
Lorenzetti to Guido da Siena and Dietisalvi
di Speme, from Lippo Memmi to
Bartolomeo Bulgarini. Even amidst so much
gold, the works by the great masters leave
an unforgettable impression.

Taddeo di Bartolo, Madonna con Bambino e angeli, Basilica dei Servi
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dell•Umiltà in the Pinacoteca is anything but humble,
clothing the Virgin with an elegant Renaissance headdress
and a richly-brocaded golden garment beneath a regal
mantle. The Madonna is seated on a large embroidered
cushion placed amidst a flowering meadow and surrounded
by a fantastic, fertile landscape that acts both as backdrop
and glorification. Even Francesco di Giorgio Martini, a
cosmopolitan artist open to the future, was to conserve a
fabled vision of classicism in his glossy work as well as the
graphic refinement and accentuated hues characteristic of
Sienese art. His Incoronazione della Vergine in the
Pinacoteca is an explosion of these same colours: deep reds
and pinks, pearl grey, lapis lazuli blue and the golden
yellow so dear to the ancient Sienese masters. He was to
consider colour equally important in both sculpture and
architecture. The colours of Siena•s artists were to fade only
as the town•s great history of art and culture began to
wane. Sodoma made use of a palette inspired by Leonardo,
soft and dominated by dramatic contrast between light and
shade, for his frescoes in the Basilica di San Domenico
dedicated to Siena•s own St. Catherine (1526). Instead,
Beccafumi infused his colours with a pastel luminosity
produced by an unseen light source, as in the frescoes in
the Sala del Concistoro in Palazzo Pubblico (1529-1535).
Beneath the allegories depicting Justice, Benevolence and
Love of Country are illustrated legendary episodes
representing civic virtues. The same mysterious, alchemic
light that originates neither in day nor night, in heaven nor
in hell, embraces the colours in the great panel painting in
the Chiesa del Carmine, in which St. Michael banishes the
rebellious angels (1535). Henry James once wrote that
Sodoma and Beccafumi left •a painterly heritage of colours
and precious shadows full of imagesŽ.

Two exceptional works by Simone Martini
are the massive Madonna della
Misericordia protecting the populace of
Siena under her cape and the 1321
Madonna col Bambino, one of the artist•s
purest and most fascinating works. Some
visitors may prefer to concentrate on the
charming little panels illustrating the story
of Beato Novello, a kind of Gregorian
musicality set out in painting. Simone
painted them prior to leaving for Avignone,
where Petrarch was later to commission
him a portrait of Laura.
Among the works by Ambrogio Lorenzetti,
the Pinacoteca displays an impressive
crucifix with a gilt background that has
evolved into decorated golden fabric, a
minute Maestà and a solemn
Annunciazione signed and dated 1344.
While its gilt background was conservative
in taste, the linear movement created by
the circular throne and the use of
perspective indicated the direction that
painting was to take.
The painter known as Maestro di Ovile
(now known to be Bartolomeo Bulgarini)
created a Madonna Assunta carried into

the sky by a flock of angels endowed with
so much gold and splendour that according
to Pietro Torriti, •This painting emerges as
a symbol of the transcendental heights of
Gothic painting in Italy, and even in
EuropeŽ.
Siena•s love of gilt backgrounds was carried
on by all the most important painters:
Taddeo di Bartolo, Andrea di Bartolo,
Matteo di Giovanni, Neroccio di Bartolomeo
Landi and Giovanni di Paolo. Sano di Pietro
(1406-1481) and his followers created an
incredible number of works by themselves.
In the Santa Bonda polyptych, one of the
artist's greatest works, the enthroned
Madonna and Child along with the spire
and surrounding saints are practically
drenched in gold.
In Vecchietta•s enthroned Madonna (1400-
1480), the gilt background is transformed
into an enormous dome sheltering two
cherubs. 
Even the versatile artist, architect and
engineer Francesco di Giorgio Martini
(1439-1502), a cosmopolitan contemporary
of Leonardo, created several works with a
gilt background.

But Siena•s gold is not only to be admired
in its paintings. A precious collection of
reliquaries may be admired in Santa Maria
della Scala, a bronze she-wolf suckling
twins by Giovanni da Turino (1429) resides
in the Museo Civico, and more treasures
await in the aptly-named Sala del Tesoro in
the Museo dell•Opera del Duomo. Golden
roses were bequeathed on Siena by Pope
Pius II Piccolomini and Alessandro VII Chigi,
a gilt wooden chandelier was fabricated by
Domenico di Niccolò, and gold decorates
the panels of the baptismal font in the
baptistry, a joint work by Jacopo della
Quercia, Lorenzo Ghiberti and Donatello.
Gold covers the statues created by Jacopo
della Quercia•s school and now in the
Pinacoteca as well as those on the pillars
of the Duomo, made of gilt stucco by
Giovanni di Stefano to represent Siena•s
saints.  When Charles V visited Siena in

1536, Domenico Beccafumi created an
enormous gilt papier-maché horse placed
in Piazza Postierla but subsequently lost.
His two gilt depictions of Victory are
instead still on display in the Duomo.
As the Renaissance drew to a close, Siena•s
love of gold lived on primarily in the minor
arts and crafts: in silver and bronze works,
fabrics woven with golden threads,
chandeliers, altar frontals and gilt angels
on altars that make up the •treasureŽ in
the chapels of every contrada. Organs,
altars, furniture, frames and church ceilings
such as that in St. Annunziata were
typically gilt, as is the entire dome
covering the Cappella del Voto in the
cathedral.
Gilt-background paintings reappeared in
the 1800s and 1900s through the efforts of
•antique painting paintersŽ such as Icilio
Federico Joni and Umberto Giunti, whose
works were so true to Siena•s long
tradition that they fooled more than one
expert, more than one museum curator
and more than one crowned head. Even
today, Sienese goldsmiths recreate the
jewellery shown in antique paintings of
Madonnas within their shops, while
painters and master artisans continue to
paint Madonnas and angels on gilt
backgrounds.

CARLOVERDONE

ACTOR AND DIRECTOR
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The 16th century marked the birth of Academies and Congregations involved in intense literary, theatrical and poetic
activity in numerous cities. They were given extravagant names such as Smarriti, Raccolti, Sborrati and Selvatici. Their
members had names that were just as bizarre, such as Arsiccio, Dondolone, Voglioroso and Avviluppato to underline
their equality in the name of art. Siena•s most famous academies … the Intronati and Rozzi … are still at the forefront
of the town•s cultural initiatives.
In 1525, six Sienese gentlemen founded the aristocratic AACCCCAADDEEMMIIAA  DDEEGGLLII  IINNTTRROONNAATTII. Today this academy still

publishes the Bullettino Senese di Storia Patria born in 1893 and now an important link in a network of exchanges that brings hundreds of
scientific publications to Siena. These are deposited at the Biblioteca degli Intronati which is now also the municipal library and the centre of an
integrated system of local libraries. It also publishes works of literary, historical and artistic interest in addition to organising congresses and
conferences. Its thirty permanent members, still limited to the original number, divide their efforts among history, literature and art. The
Academy also has corresponding members spread across the globe.
The ACCADEMIA DEI ROZZIwas founded by twelve artists and artisans in 1531, whence it laid down a statute and became an Academy in
1690. In 1817 the present Teatro dei Rozzi was inaugurated, with a seating capacity of five hundred. Following careful restoration in 1998, it
assumed the double role of theatre for the Rozzi and for the entire town. It hosts a vast offering of theatrical and musical productions under the
artistic direction of the municipality of Siena. The Sala degli Specchi dei Rozzi not only organises events for its members but is also regularly
open to the public for meetings, presentations and debates on matters of civic, historical-cultural, literary or musical interest. For its members,
the Accademia dei Rozzi offers all the services typical of a traditional club: a reading room, dining facilities, a bar, a television room and various
rooms for meetings and •pleasant conversationŽ. Although Siena is famous world-over for its artistic treasures, it also boasts an important
natural history museum, the first to have been founded in Tuscany.
The AACCCCAADDEEMMIIAA  DDEEII  FFIISSIIOOCCRRIITTIICCII, was responsible for its creation in 1691. Over the years, it has organised public scientific experiments such as
those conducted with Boyle•s pneumatic device. Its sundial calculated the official time in town: when its bell chimed noon, the bell in Torre del
Mangia announced the time to the town and its surroundings. On Mondays, Fisiocritici was open to watchmakers so that they might adjust their
timepieces. Past members of the academy include Linneus, Beccaria and Volta, followed more recently by Pasteur, Koch and Sclavo. Ever more
accessible to the Sienese populace and visitors, Fisiocritici offers a library, an archive, a calendar of conferences and cultural events and a
museum containing a worthwhile permanent collection of geological, botanical and zoological specimens collected over the centuries. Located
right next door are the botanical gardens, whose initial grounds date back to 1588. They are an ideal destination for children and school trips.

The Academies
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Siena has played an important role in the history of the Italian
theatre. During the Middle Ages it held religious representations,
public games, tournaments and processions of allegorical carts and
vehicles portraying religious and secular themes. In town, in addition
to the Accademia dei Rozzi and its Teatro Grande later to be known
as Rinnovati, a multitude of theatrical centres emerged, from the

Collegio Tolomei to those located in the •palazziŽ of patrician families and more recently those
created spontaneously within the •contradaŽ headquarters that emerged at the end of the
1800s in all seventeen of Siena•s •contradasŽ. One theatre which has continuously staged
performances over the years is Piccolo Teatro in Palazzo Sergardi, built by Margherita Sergardi
Marmaross in 1950. Here classic and experimentalproductions are accompanied by courses that
primarily aim to attract young talent. In 2001 restoration work was completed on Teatro della
Parrocchia del Costone built in 1912. This institution is held dear by generations of locals, who
think of it as a simple, amateur and popular theatre that gives young people some first-hand
experience and a chance to receive their first applause from the 135 seats. On these and other
less formal stages, local theatrical traditions persevere with productions expounding civic
interests, university student humour, local dialect and •contradaŽ pride. A mix of these is
presented throughout the year. Ondeon, for example, is a production created in 1978 by the
Contrada dell•Onda to highlight the talents of children from all seventeen •contradasŽ. Moreover,
every year a transgressive and sardonic operetta is held by university students during the
Feriae Matricularum, featuring joyous light-heartedness and a spirit of brotherhood that harks
back to the goliards of mediaeval times.  Giuliano Catoni has written that •Goliard theatre
continues to represent today's closest link to the festive bacchanals of the wandering clerics in
ancient timesŽ. And Siena would not  be complete without theatrical productions in local
dialect or based on the Palio and •contradaŽ interests. The plethora of productions staged
during the 1900s culminated in the great success of Rompicollo, an operetta by Luigi Bonelli
encompassing various genres and sometimes called •The Aida of operetteŽ. It has even been
staged outside Siena, as in Berlin in 1938. Siena may take pride in its successful authors and
productions, having launched the likes of Silvio Gigli, Mario Verdone, Fernando Giannelli, Arrigo
Pecchioli and Bruno Tanganelli alias Tambus, founder of the Vernacolo Clebbe in 1978.

The film on the 1909 July Palio made by the Milano firm Croce is the oldest Palio film on record. "The Palio of SienaŽ by André de Lalande
won the oscar for Best Documentary in 1953. But Siena•s history, art and literature have also been addressed in documentaries. In 1972 Folco
Quilici created •Siena, un giorno I secoliŽ for Monte dei Paschi di Siena. Mario Verdone then made •Sano di Pietro raccontaŽ (The Story of
Sano di Pietro - 1957), while Carlo Verdone made •L•Accademia Musicale ChigianaŽ (1976), Luca Verdone made •La pittura senese del
TrecentoŽ (14th-Century Sienese Painting - 1992) and Sergio Micheli made •Senesi Ultimi EtruschiŽ (The Sienese, the Last Etruscans - 1980).
Siena has served both as subject and backdrop in a large number of feature films. The long list of historical films, costume dramas and stories
set during the Palio begins with the 1932 film entitled simply "Palio" by Alessandro Blasetti (with a screenplay by Luigi Bonelli). More recent
works include •Al lupo al lupoŽ (1992) by Carlo Verdone, about a family in search of its identity, and •Con gli occhi chiusiŽ (1994) by
Francesca Archibugi, based freely on the autobiographical novel of the same name by Federigo Tozzi. Siena's brief appearance in Bernardo
Bertolucci's 1995 film "Stealing Beauty" met critical acclaim, although the story was mainly set in the Sienese countryside between Brolio and
Geggiano. But Siena is more than a film setting. Since 1997, the final week in September has been dedicated to the SSiieennaa  FFiillmm  FFeessttiivvaall,
currently under the direction of the actor and director Carlo Verdone. It explores independent cinema from around the world and presents new
works, conferences and competitions aimed at young directors, in addition to meetings with the big names in international cinema and
retrospective showings of actors, artists or directors, from Andy Warhol to Ugo Tognazzi and Pietro Germi. It takes place in a variety of venues
scattered throughout Siena, such as S. Maria della Scala, local theatres and the historical Pendola Cinema, Siena•s home of independent and
art cinema together with Cineforum Alessandro VII. The year 1996 marked the onset of the yearly FFeessttiivvaall  IInntteerrnnaazziioonnaallee  ddeell  CCoorrttoommeettrraaggggiioo,
(International Short-Feature Festival), which presents a range of the new offerings on the market. An effort is made to highlight films with
particular cultural relevance by organising monographic surveys of particular topics, nations and features for children. In 1989 Siena gave birth
to VViissiioonnaarriiaa, a yearly presentation dealing with images in their various forms, from the dark room to virtual images, which displays
independently-produced visual works. All summer long, an intense calendar of film projections is held outdoors in the Medici Fortress and in
Orti dei Tolomei.

Enchant ing , Gothic and photogenic :  an ideal  set for the cinema.
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Palio time, when •contradaŽ members make Piazza del Campo resound with their singing and accompany their horse•s return to their quarters
and spectacular dinners with song, is a time for musical events dear to locals. Since 1958, every August 14 evening the doors of the cathedral
have opened to welcome a concert by the Duomo•s official organist held to commemorate the Virgin of the Assumption. The vaults of the
cathedral are filled with the reverberation of the over 7,000 chimes in the Duomo•s four organs. The oldest of these was built in 1508 by
Domenico di Maestro Lorenzo degli Organi from Lucca. During the course of the summer, these organs are accompanied by others located
throughout Siena. The foremost example is the instrument built by Giovanni di Antonio Piffaro in 1514 and found in the church of SS
Annunziata, inside S. Maria della Scala. It is undoubtedly the best-preserved instrument of its kind in the world. The •contradaŽ chapels known
as •oratoriŽ are graced with 13 more organs that lend solemnity to the feast days of patron saints and other •contradaŽ ceremonies. On 30 June
and 14 August Siena•s Banda Città del Palio, headed by the Unione Bandistica Senese founded in 1827, takes centre stage. Its sixty musicians
hold a concert for the enjoyment of locals and tourists alike. Two days later, these same musicians don period garb to head the Palio•s
historical procession by playing the march composed by Formichi. Although Wagner judged it negatively, Siena's locals love it all the same.
Siena•s band adds spirit to civil, religious and military ceremonies in addition to •contradaŽ festivities. On Sundays marking •contradaŽ feast days,
the band greets the procession returning to the headquarters by playing their official anthem. Saint Cecilia•s feast day in November marks
Siena•s annual appointment with the Orchestra a Plettro Senese Alberto Bocci, founded in 1921 and one of the few groups of its kind in Italy.
These thirty musicians pick at and pluck stringed instruments including guitars, bass guitars, mandolins of different sizes and a harp. They play
a historical and contemporary repertoire, with a few pieces for jazz big bands. Choruses such as Madrigalisti Senesi, which was greatly promoted
by Conte Chigi, the Coro diVico Alto, and intermittently-performing •contradaŽ choirs display their talent throughout the year. Every spring the
Giraffa •contradaŽ organizes a concert of traditional and •contradaŽ songs that preserves and promotes this local style of popular singing.

Siena and i ts music
Young violinists at the Accademia Musicale Chigiana
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On 22 November 1923, St. Cecilia's feast day was chosen to hold  a grand
concert inaugurating the first permanent season of the Accademia Musicale
Chigiana. Since then it has come to the forefront of Sciena's musical
panorama, as expressed in its motto Micat in Vertice. Conte Guido Chigi
Saracini conceived it, financed it and ultimately housed it in his palazzo in
Via di Città. One of Siena•s last great benefactors, the Conte ironically
considered himelf •an entrepreneur without a future". The Chigiana•s

summer specialization courses propose international excellence and have had illustrious instructors
such as Pablo Casals, Andrès Segovia and Alfred Corot. Some Chigiana scholars have gone on to
become instructors as well as world-renowned musicians, such as Carlo Maria Giulini, Anna Moffo,
Salvatore Accardo, Uto Ughi, Zubin Metha and Claudio Abbado. In 1939 Conte Chigi and Alfredo
Casella conceived the first edition of the Settimana Musicale Senese, famous for its rediscoveries of
Italy•s (mostly instrumental) lost musical heritage. One famous example was its modern re-proposal
of Vivaldi•s almost-forgotten work. Today, as then, it is a highlight of Siena•s summers, as are the
final concerts held by the course participants and the calendar of concerts that attracts top-quality
talent to Siena, its •contradasŽ and its hinterland. The Accademia Chigiana also sponsors other
programmes during the year in collaboration with the municipality and aimed toward university
students and nursery- and elementary-school children. Extraordinary results are achieved during the
course for budding violinists held for 5 to 7 year-old children who are able to use an appropriately-
sized violin for their size free of charge. But the Accademia Chigiana offers more than music: in
January 2005 the palazzo itself was opened to the public. Visitors may now admire the fourteen
rooms that house the fabulous art collection created by Galgano Saracini, who lived there in the 18th
and 19th centuries. The collection comprises over 12,000 items including gilt-background panels,
small sculptures and undisputed masterpieces created by the Sienese school.

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Siena also boasts a surprisingly solid reputation as a jazz centre. Born in
1977, Siena Jazz is an association funded by the municipality, the provincial
administration and the Associazione Jazzistica Senese.
It works in three directions: it teaches; it undertakes producing and
research; it promotes and highlights Italian and international jazz. Its Centro
Studi dedicated to Arrigo Polillo has one of Europe•s most important
libraries and music archives, with over 25,000 listings.

During the year it hosts advanced, perfection and specialization courses. Its courses are enriched
with complementary events such as jam sessions in the contradas, the Enoteca Jazz Club and the
annual •Città di SienaŽ festival. The Italian instructors and performers in Siena Jazz concerts include
Fasoli, Zegna, Fresu, D•Andrea and Rava. Participating foreign musicians have included Michel
Petrucciani, John Taylor, Kenny Wheeler, James Newton and Dave Holland.
The jazz bible Downbeat has written that Siena•s summer jazz courses •are considered some of the
leading jazz master classes held in EuropeŽ and concerning the Città di Siena festival, •Siena is a
hidden jewel of European summer festivalsŽ.
Franco Caroni, the founder and president of Siena Jazz, says •Even after thirty years, Siena Jazz is
still just a youngster. We are like jazz itself, a creative machine that is perfected by improvising and
projected dynamically into the futureŽ.

ITALOCALVINO
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While walking through Siena•s historical centre, one would
never even fathom it. And yet, just as in mediaeval times,
the locals know that their future passes far below the
town. As wonderful as Siena•s architecture appears to the
eye, equally wonderful structures were created below
ground in the 1300s to create the Bottini, a network of
underwater aqueducts that is a veritable technological
masterpiece and has supplied Siena with water to this day. 
The town•s most adventurous modern development follows
the same underground route traced by those forebears.
Siena•s pietra serena paving blocks conceal kilometres of
optical fibre that carry telephone, television and internet
services into local homes, guaranteeing highly-innovative
technology.  Cabling the town has made it possible to
remove television antennas from rooftops, restoring Siena's
silhouette to its appearance in Lorenzetti's famous allegory
on the effects of good government in the Palazzo Pubblico,
an endless source of inspiration. The same has taken place
throughout the province wherever optical fibre cabling has
been laid.
Siena•s future has an ancient heart ready to face modern
challenges without forgetting its past or restyling the
cultural identity of its inhabitants. 
This has always been the aim of Siena•s most prestigious
institutions such as Monte dei Paschi, the world•s oldest
surviving bank. Since its foundation in 1472, it has always
driven development in the town. The historical office of
Monte dei Paschi is still located in the Rocca once owned
by the Salimbeni family. In addition to offices, a historical
archive, a collection of antique coins and an important
collection of Sienese art are located inside the building. 
Instead, the Fondazione Monte dei Paschi is located in
Palazzo Sansedoni overlooking Piazza del Campo, where its

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view of the future is unbounded by the town•s ancient ring
of walls. The Fondazione conducts projects aimed at
creating excellence in cultural endeavors, scientific research
and social solidarity.
Research and scholarship have always been the most noble
of undertakings in this town, which boasts a university that
was already renowned in the 1200s. More recently it has
been joined by the University for Foreigners, which offers a
panorama of today•s changing world.
Looking back at the past to better understand the future in
Siena means recognising, preserving and promoting the
town•s enormous historical and artistic heritage. This effort
was launched through the creation of a Children•s Museum
is and carried on through the important work of the Musei
Senesi network comprising the Museo Civico, the Oratorio
di San Bernardino and the Museo di Storia Naturale
dell•Accademia dei Fisiocritici. Important initiatives are also
organised by the Palazzo delle Papesse contemporary art
centre and the Santa Maria della Scala cultural hub.
Siena is also home to the Cerr … the Europeans Centre for
Restoration, and to Arsnova, the academy of multimedia
art. Modernity and tradition coexist in this town whose
future truly has an ancient heart.

The Universi ty of  Siena

The Universitas Scholarium was
already operating in 1240. With
the decree issued by Charles V of
Luxembourg, Siena•s university
proper was born in 1357. Judith
Hook wrote that in the 15th
century, •Its reputation was
unsurpassed in Europe, especially
in the fields of medicine and
lawŽ. By the 17th century, the
training of surgeons and chemists
and the apprenticeship of new
physicians were held in the
Spedali Riuniti del Santa Maria
della Scala, which in 1883 was to
become Italy's first University
hospital.
Following the unification of Italy,
when a law bill aimed to suppress
Siena•s university as part of an
overhaul of the Italian university
system, the entire city protested
vehemently. In January of 1893
even the •contradaŽ representatives
took action by holding a
conference and public protest.
They printed posters and made
their displeasure known
individually as well, with their
usuall emphaticism: Torre sent
telegrams to Giolitti, Oca sent
them to Crispi, and Nicchio to the
King of Italy. Today the University
of Siena, which has already

celebrated its 750th anniversary,
is divided into nine faculties: Law,
Medicine and Surgery,
Pharmaceutical Science, Political
Science, Engineering, Literature
and Philosophy, Economics and
Natural, Physical and
Mathematical Sciences. The
university has a student
population of about 20,000. 
The Erasmus project opens the
university to hundreds of visiting
students from abroad and a recent
series of innovative Masters
programmes ensures that its
participants receive cutting-edge
professional qualifications. Of
these, the Monte dei Paschi group
helps to organise the Master in
Economics and Banking, the
Master in Financial Institution
Management and New
Information Technology, and the
Master in Digital Economics and E-
Business. A Master in Law is
organized in collaboration with
the University of Oxford and
London•s University College. There
are also Masters courses in
Tourism Management and
Sustainable Local Development, in
Communications for the Food
Industry and to create Experts in
Culinary Tourism.

The Universi ty for Foreigners
In 1992 the University of Siena was joined by another institution, the
University for Foreigners, which was created through a special law. This
university carries on Siena•s long tradition of courses for foreigners, which
were the first to be offered in Italy. They were inaugurated in 1917 as a
tribute to the •cattedra di Toscana favellaŽ founded in 1588 by Grand
Duke Ferdinand I Medici at the University of Siena.
The Italian language and culture courses for foreign university students
attract over 2,000 students yearly to Siena. The degree courses in Italian
for Foreigners and Linguistic and Cultural Mediation are primarily attended
by Italian students.  Special courses in Italy and abroad are especially
intended to train and update teachers of Italian for foreigners. A centre of
excellence has been created to study the spread of foreign languages
throughout Italy. The university also offers two specialized degrees: one in
Editing and Media Skills, and another in Linguistics for Intercultural
Communication. Siena•s University for Foreigners is both a window on the
world and a focal point for its nostalgic admirers scattered about the
globe.

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Built facing the stairway to Siena•s
cathedral, from which it took the
name Santa Maria della Scala, this
structure began to accommodate
pilgrims travelling along the Via
Francigena and aid orphans and the
poor at the end of the first
millennium.  Over the centuries it
expanded its forms of assistance,
eventually emerging as a modern
hospital. It was only in 1997 that it
was transformed into an important
museum and cultural hub.

It is subsequently a sombre building,
contrasting with the splendour of the
marble Duomo façade, and expresses
the charity, assistance and pain that it
has witnessed.
But just as visitors step inside, they
find themselves in a fabulous
frescoed hall called the Pellegrinaio,
which illustrates the talent of some of
Siena's greatest 15th-century artists
such as Lorenzo di Pietro, better
known as il Vecchietta.
This group of frescoes is fascinating

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SMS Contemporanea
The Contemporary Art Centre of the Municipality of Siena, established in
1998, has carried out its activity for a decade at Palazzo delle Papesse, the
renaissance residence of the Piccolomini family, after whom it was initially
named, before changing its name - with the permanent transfer to Santa
Maria della Scala in June 2008 … to SMS Contemporanea.
Since its establishment, the centre•s main aim has been the study,
dissemination and promotion of contemporary art. Over the years the
exhibition activity has alternated historical collective shows (Contrappunti.
Burri, Bacon, Beuys; Zero. 1958-1968 tra Germania e Italia … 1958-1968
between Germany and Italy) and theme-based collective shows
(Identità&Nomadismo; Good Vibrations; Le arti visive e il Rock … Visual Arts
and Rock; System Error; Numerica) with one-man shows by some of the
most representative international artists of different generations, such as
Barbara Kruger, Annette Messager, Christian Boltanski, Jaume Plensa, Carlos
Garaicoa, Anya Gallaccio, Elisa Sighicelli, Nari Ward, Leonardo Drew and, most
recently, Gordon Matta-Clark. Thanks to the fast turnover of events proposed,
SMS Contemporanea aims to follow the natural course and development of
the latest artistic trends, focusing on certain phenomena or personalities,
which can help to summarise and clarify said courses. 
A site open to experimentation and a whole variety of disciplines, as well as
a space dedicated to exhibition, SMS Contemporanea regularly organises
conferences, readings, shows by theatre and dance companies, performances
and concerts. 
Since 2004, in experimental form, and since 2006 with full continuity, the
Contemporary Art Centre has broadcast Radio Papesse, the first radio station
inside a museum in Italy, broadcast via streaming 24 hours a day, making 
a considerable amount of audio material available (interviews, news, audio
guides, analyses and artistic sounds) all of which can be accessed freely 
at www.radiopapesse.org.

not only for its artistic value, but also
for the description it offers of Santa
Maria della Scala•s mission. It might
be considered a kind of
•BuongovernoŽ for social assistance.
Beyond the Pellegrinaio, here visitors
enter a non-traditional museum
itinerary. The architecture•s beauty and
mystery interact with the frescoes
(from early Sienese masters to
Beccafumi), sculptures and places of
worship and prayer which remind us
what Santa Maria della Scala once
was. The far-sightedness and
sensitivity of the lay community
which managed this structure for
centuries is apparent from the works
they commissioned from a wide
variety of artists active in the area.
And so while climbing a 17th-century
staircase, visitors are suddenly treated
to a splendid fresco dating to the first
half of the 14th century which was
discovered accidentally during
restoration work. Attributed to the
school of Ambrogio Lorenzetti, it
illustrates Tebaide and the

contemplative life. The incredible
complexity of this scenario suddenly
becomes apparent: this is a city
within a city and an artistic hub in
coexistence with a restoration site
whose presence is periodically felt
along the way.
Ancient granaries and underground
tunnels carved out of the •tufaŽ
stone create an ideal scenario for the
original Fonte Gaia carved by Iacopo
della Quercia and a stupendous
setting for the Archeological
Museum•s rich collection of findings
from the surrounding territory.
One wing of Palazzo Squarcialupi is
currently used to house important
temporary exhibits amidst its
mediaeval walls, where monumental
architecture meets a respectful
application of modern structures and
materials. The views of the Duomo
and the surrounding countryside are
magnificent.
Visiting Santa Maria della Scala is like
taking a trip back into Siena•s history
and touring around the place where
the local culture of offering assistance
was born.
It•s no coincidence that as the last
hospital unit was moved out of the
building, it became apparent that the
ancient original door had no key, nor
could the building be closed from
outside. Over the centuries, this place
of assistance was never to be left
unattended, and thus it is even today.
